The company sensing the possible protest tried
to educate the people of Vikaspuri region and public in general that how its
Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) policy would help overcome the likely
difficulties of the residents of Vikaspuri region. In spite of this the protests
begin and some of the residents decided to approach the judiciary as their plea
before the Government did not yield any result.

She soon discovered that she has to seek permission from a
number of Government agencies. The rules and procedures were quite
confusing and cumbersome. What frustrated her most was the delays, callous
attitude of officials and constant demand for bribes. Her experience and the
experience of many others like her has deterred people from taking up social
service projects.
